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Oil Painting Supplies  
Traditional oil paint or waterbased oil paint:
Traditional oil Paints I use: Windsor Newton and Gamblin. Lucas for Titanium White.

Oil paints (basic palette): 
Titanium White
Cadmium Yellow Medium
Cadmium Red Medium
Ultramarine Blue
Yellow Ochre
Burnt Umber and/or Burnt Sienna
Nice to have (for more options):
Lemon Yellow
Cadmium Orange
Alizarin Crimson
Dioxazine Purple 
Cerulean Blue
Bring along all the paints you have in your toolbox.
We will be discussing colour mixing as well.

If you choose to paint in Waterbased oil paint, Windsor Newton  Artisan, Cobra, Lucas are some alternatives.
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Palette for mixing paint:
I use a grey disposable palette, but you may use any palette you are familiar and comfortable with.
Palette Knife for mixing paint.

Canvas: 
12 x 16 (x2), 11 x 14 (x1)
Stretched canvas, canvas boards / all pre gessoed

Brushes:
Hogs Hair: #4 to #8 
Synthetic: Flat brushes, #2 to #8 
Synthetic: Filbert brushes, #2 to #6
The above brush list is optional if you have brushes that you like using. It’s good to have a mix of sizes from small to large, hogs hair (bristle brush), synthetic soft  brushes. 

Mineral Spirits:
Must be odorless. We will only be using it for a few minutes at the beginning of the session..


Other Equipment: 
Paper towel, rags / garbage bag
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2 medium glass jars with lids (1 thinning paint, 1 cleaning brushes)
Large glass jar to keep painting brushes in (optional)
